FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:
Where can I park? 
Parking is available in designated areas around 
McGinnis-Wickam Hall, at Smith Fitness Center, 
Bldg. 6, and designated ranges along Dixie Rd. 

Can we bring coolers/refreshments?
You can bring coolers, bags, and backpacks, but 
no alcohol.  There will be plenty of food, beverage 
and beer vendors available.  All bags and coolers 
are subject to search by Law Enforcement and 
Security.  

What kind of food and beverages will vendors 
sell? 
Hamburgers, hot dogs, pizza, BBQ, , nachos, funnel 
cakes, ice cream, Hawaiian shaved ice, lemonade, 
beer, and more! 

Can we bring pets?
No. For pet and human safety and sanitation 
reasons, please leave your pets at home.  Service 
animals are permitted.  

Is the event handicap friendly? 
This event is physically accessible to individuals 
with disabilities.  Transportation is available from 
the parking lot to the  field. Requests for sign 
language interpretation or other accommodations 
should be directed to 706-545-4499 or visit 
benning.armymwr.com. 

What are tokens for? I thought this was a free 
event.
Tokens are needed to pay for all food and beverages. 
Admission is free, as is the entertainment, children’s 
activities, fireworks and parking.  There will be 
a cost for the rides in the carnival, stay tuned to 
benning.armymwr.com.

MWR uses tokens at our large events to help 
speed up paying for food and beverages. The 
vendors appreciate the ease of not having to make 
change. BUT don’t wait in line. Pre-purchase tokens 
weekdays at the Building 228, 7370 Kilgore Street.

How much is the carnival?
Guests can purchase tickets for individual rides, 25 
tickets for $25, or wristbands for unlimited rides. A 
one-day wristband will cost $20 per person ($15 
for active duty service members ONLY in uniform 
or with ID.)   The two-day carnival on Gardner Field 
will include 20 rides for all ages.

Do I need cash for tokens?
No, we also accept debit and credit cards.

Will there be an ATM available?
Yes, there will be an ATM located in McGinnis-
Wickam Hall and Kinetic Credit Union.

What if I have tokens left at the end of the night?
You can return tokens you purchased for a full 
refund at the token tent/trailer or visit the Building 
228, 7370 Kilgore Street. weekdays to receive a 
refund. You can also save them for the next MWR 
event, Oktoberfest, October 20-22.  

Will there be a shaded area?
Yes, a large tent will be set-up with fans.  

Can we bring lawn chairs, blankets, and 
canopies?
Yes! Small canopies without sides are allowed in 
the designated area on York Field. 

What if it rains?
The rain date for the FIREWORKS ONLY is the 
following day, June 25. No vendors, entertainment, 
etc. will be set-up.  Stay up to date on our Facebook 
page www.fb.com/BenningFMWRfans.
