Most common scams are employment, home 
improvement and on-line scams.  AR 190-11 and MCoE Policy Memorandum 190-11 cover 
weapon registration. You have 10 days to register a weapon including recreational use (hunting 
and Recreational Shooting Complex). Updated off-limits establishments policy is undergoing a 
legal review. COL Mahle stated five ACPs are undergoing memorialization, the first one taking 
place 16 November at ACP 8.
