Teaching children the importance of social
awareness and giving back to the community is vital
to ensure they grow to be empathetic, compassionate
and caring.

WINTERIZING TIPS

ité changes don't affect just you—they also affect your
car! 'I'he winter months, although mild in this region, can be
hard on your vehicle. Cold temperatures, dirt, and residue
can all cause problems. However, there are some simple checks
and maintenance items you can do that will help your vehicle stay
in top condition.

1. Good visibility. If your wipers are leaving streaks of water on
the windshield, or if the wiper-blade rubber shows any signs of
cracking or stiffness, replace them with a new set. Be sure to keep
your windshield wiper fluid reservoir full with a washer solution that
contains antifreeze agents to prevent it from freezing.

Check all the lights on your vehicle to ensure they are properly
working and are cleared of snow and ice. This will optimize your
visibility at night and other motorist's vehicles lights motorists will
be able to see you.

2. Check your Cooling System. The antifreeze protects your engine
from both freezing in cold weather and heating up on hot days and
also helps to cut back on the corrosion in the cooling system. It is
important to keep the cooling system full with equal parts 50:50
ratio of water/antifreeze mixture which is considered the norm and
will keep the antifreeze from freezing at temperatures as low as
-34 degrees Fahrenheit.

3. Check your Hoses and Belts. Extreme cold can cause rubber parts
to become brittle and fail. Have your belts and hoses inspected.
If something snaps or breaks while you're out on the road, a tow
truck may be the only way to get moving again at that point.

4, Keep the Gas Tank Full. Running out of gas in freezing weather
conditions would not be good. Mot only is it helpful to have fuel
in the case of bad weather but it helps to prevent moisture from
building up in the fuel lines.

5. Keep the Battery in Good Shape. Car batteries typically last from
3 to 6 years. Winter months are harder on your vehicles engine
and this puts an extra strain on the vehicles battery. Visually
inspect the battery for a white or blue/green powdery substance
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FROM AUTO SKILLS:

around the battery terminals this indicates corrosion, look at the
terminals themselves, check to see if they are cracked loose or
broken and repair or replace as necessary. A lot of batteries these
days are known as maintenance free which means that they can
only be cleaned/tested, other batteries have cell caps which can
be removed and distilled water can be added if needed to bring
the liquid level to full. Having the battery, starting and charging
systems checked before the winter season begins is a good idea.

6. Check your Defrosting and Heating Units. When our windshield fog
up in the winter time it is because moisture from inside the vehicle
condenses on the glass and as you know makes it very difficult to
see. Defrosters solve this problem by blowing warm, dry air over
the glass. If the heater in the vehicle does not blow warm, there
may be a problem with the heater core or climate control system
and needs to be checked/repaired before winter.

7. Check Tires and Spare. Your Tires and their condition are always
important but particularly during winter time driving, Ensure that
the Tire Pressures are what the manufacture has recommended
in the owner's manual, this info is usually also found inside the
driver's door on a small sticker. The tread on deflated tires close
up and significantly decrease traction, which can increase the
likelihood of sliding on icy patches. If you live in areas that get
significant amounts of snow/ice, purchasing snow or winter tires
will offer improved traction, braking and control.

8. Keep an Emergency Kit. Always travel with an emergency kit in your
vehicle as an emergency situation can happen at any time. The kit
should include bottles of engine oil, washer fluid, antifreeze, an ice
scrapper, flash lights, a flare, jumper cables, first aid kit a blanket,
an extra pair of gloves, boots and maybe even an extra jacket and
most important food and water.
